Expectations of Swimmers

· Regular attendance at practice- Swimmers should plan on attending at least 90 % of the practices offered. If your swimmer is going to be absent please try to contact Coach Raz via email at coachraz@brownsburgswimclub.com 
· Promptness- Swimmers are expected to be at practice on time. Swimmers are late as of 5 min until practice starts. Please try to not walk through the door when practice starts. If practice starts at 4, that means we are getting in the water at 4. It is very impolite to teammates and coaches when swimmers arrive late to workout and interrupt practice.
· Commitment- By this point in your swimming career you are committed to the sport. Commit on working with your coach to improve yourself and your training group. Commit to develop positive relationship with your coach and teammates and build leadership skills. Be a leader and raise the bar everyday in practice and at swim meets. Be focused, with equipment ready, willing to work hard and smart every day.
· Positive Behavior- Swimmers are expected to show respect to all of the BBSC Coaching Staff and fellow members of the team at all times. Swimmers are expected to listen, follow directions and respect the coaches during swim practices and at meets.
· Good Sportsmanship- Good team sportsmanship is also expected of all swimmers at all times. Teasing, name calling and unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.
· Swim Meets- Senior Developmental Group members are expected to participate in all swim meets during the season with the desire to improve and reach goals. State / Zone / National qualifying times are your goals.
· Mission- Embody the Mission of the club as role models for the younger swimmers.
